La 
Posada, meaning resting place, was envisioned to be a great hacienda for the wealthy and it 
was for 27 years beginning in 1930. Famous figures such as Will Rogers and Amelia Earhart 
spent time in the historic stop along Route 66. The rooms have since been updated, but still 
retain their original charm. The property is a living museum where guests can lay their 
heads, hold events and tour exhibits. You may even get to meet one of Fred Harvey’s very 
own coined Harvey Girls who can share the history and charm of the railroad town.
